DRAFT...

On 18th February at Nerriga, a workshop will be held to identify key items for focus and development within the Association.
The aim of the workshop is to identify 4 projects (2 internal, 2 external) for focus by the Association.
Before the February Quarterly, all attending clubs are encouraged to read the attached paper generated from the Association Quarterly on 19th August 2017, at Murrook Cultural Centre, Williamtown. From the document or independently, attending clubs are requested to choose two (2) items which they are passionate about. 

The two items identified, one external focus items and one internal focus item are to be items which the club believes could be improved or addressed by the Association. The items are to be matched with useful strengths and opportunities of the Association to ensure that they can be addressed. 
Don’t just come with “issues”, bring a way forward and present a message of encouragement.
The two items identified by each club will initially be discussed in small round tables with other clubs at the Quarterly. Each round table discussion group will determine from their own identified items the best internal and external item to be presented to the meeting from their table in the next phase of the workshop. Items may be combined if it makes sense to do so. The round tables will run for a maximum of about 15 minutes. 
During the round tables and in the presentations to the greater meeting, each item will be given, as far as possible a root case analysis, simply by asking the question “why?” continuously until the root case is, as far as possible, identified. Keep in mind that this exercise is not about pointing fingers but in moving forward. 
By consensus, the workshop will identify the preferred 4 items for focus, and in doing, so should also identify how the items can be addressed and ideally by whom. Items of merit, will be noted and be addressed subject to the application of resources and in consideration of other similar projects which may be, or about to commence.
As a rule, any negative comments made during the workshop must be coupled with a solution or a way forward.
Please note that this workshop exercise does not prevent any club from approaching the Association executive independently with an item for focus at any time. All clubs are encouraged to communicate with the executive on any matter of concern.

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Introduction 
 


At the 2017 August Quarterly meeting of the NSW & ACT 4WD Association (“the 
Association”) a workshop was run to obtain input from club delegates in attendance. 
The workshop was to focus on input from the delegates on the four areas of the 
Association from, and including, the national body – 4WD Australia, the state body, 
NSW&ACT 4WD, regional associations within the state, and at a club level. 
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Context  


The specific SWOT items, where input was requested, were as follows: 


• “Strengths”: characteristics of the organisation that give it an advantage 
over others 


• “Weaknesses”: characteristics of the organisation that place it at a 
disadvantage relative to others 


• “Opportunities”: elements in the environment that organisation could 
exploit to its advantage 


• “Threats”: elements in the environment that could cause trouble for the 
organisation. 


“Strengths” and “Weakness” are generally considered to be internal items. 


“Opportunities” and “Threats” are generally considered to be external items 


 
 


 


Control and Advisory Requirements 


1) Delegates were asked to write a comment on a Post-It note and apply it to a 
dedicated A2 sheet for each item.  


2) The A2 sheets were placed on a wall, focusing on the SWOT items as listed 
above.  


3) Each comment was to be more than one word. Each comment would ideally 
including at least one adjective or adverb. 


4) If a delegate thought that their input to be particularly important within the context 
of the item, then there were asked to place their Post-It note as close to the 
centre of the A2 sheet as was possible. “X” marks the spot. 


5) Delegates were not permitted to touch another delegate’s Post-It notes already 
on the A2 sheet.  


6) Delegates were permitted to move their own Post-It notes on the A2 sheet. 
7) Delegates were encouraged to talk amongst themselves.  
8) Delegates were limited to two comments (Post-It notes) per A2 sheet.  
9) There was a time limit of approximately 2 minutes imposed per A2 sheet to cover 


the items and areas in focus in a reasonable time frame. The 2minute allocation 
was lengthened or shortened depending on activity. 
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10) In each 2minute allocation, the delegates were repeatedly prompted in terms of 
the general context of each A2 sheet. 


 


a) Strengths, Weakness, Opportunities or Threats, the delegates were prompted 
repeatedly with the following: 


 


i) Strengths 
(1) “What do we do well?” 
(2) “What unique resources can we draw on?” 
(3) “What do others see as our strengths?” 


 


ii) Weaknesses 
(1) “What could we improve?” 
(2) “Where do we have fewer resources than other?”: 
(3) “What are others likely to see as our weaknesses?” 


 


iii) Opportunities 
(1) “What opportunities are open to us?” 
(2) What trends could we take advantage of?” 
(3) How can you turn our strengths into opportunities?” 


 


iv) Threats 
(1) “What things could harm us?” 
(2) “What threats do our weaknesses expose us to?” 
(3) “What are our competitors doing?” 


 


11) Technically, the data gathering exercise was primarily SWOT driven, using some 
basic principles taken from “Agile”, an IT software development methodology, 
with respect to the use and management of the A2 sheets in data collection.

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Observations 
 


1) More responses were provided for internal focus items than external items. 


2) NSW & ACT “Weaknesses” attracted the highest number of response items, 


closely followed by National “Weaknesses”. 


3) A significant number of delegates chose to include more than 1 statement per 


Post-It 


4) The highest focus of any item was on “Weaknesses” of the Association with 48 


response items. 


5) There were 60 responses addressing the Association’s overall Strengths 


6) The departure of some delegates prior to the review of the Club level had a 


significant impact, although the focus on internal items remained consistent 


during the Club level review..  
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Overview of the Prioritised Placement of Post-It Notes 


1) If a delegate thought that their input to be particularly important within the context 
of the item, then there were asked to place their Post-It note as close to the 
centre of the A2 sheet as was possible.

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Recommendations 


 
Organisation and Management. 


The overall responses indicate that an active focus is to be applied to organisation and 


management of the Association. This area has the greatest number of both positive and 


negative responses and is fundamental to all other raised items.  


 


Government and Political Lobbying 


This area has a high focus with club members in part due to recent success and public 


failures (closures and public-sector resource reductions). There are fundamental reasons 


including Association brand awareness (marketing) and membership benefits which would 


warrant a specific and dedicated focus in this area. 


 


Communication 


Communication is an area which consistently requires fine tuning as the means of 


communicating with members varies depending on the subject matter and the target 


audience. In this case poor communication upwards and downwards through the 4 levels of 


the Association could resemble “Chinese whispers” if not undertaken in an efficient and 


timely manner. This area also draws in social media areas by default – Facebook and the 


internet web page. Active dedicated focus in this area focusing on continuous improvement 


is warranted and essential. 


 


 


 


While the intent of this review is to identify the key areas of the Association which require 


improvement, it is important that achievable targets within practical areas be identified with 


an appropriate plan put in place. This should be undertaken at all levels of the Association. 


Coordinated nationally but rolled down as appropriate, to club level. Resource identification 


and commitment, as well as two-way reporting mechanisms on progress against identifiable 


milestones at all levels is fundamental.
